Overcoming sexual molestation from the subtle dimension

When travelling to spread Spirituality under the guidance of SSRF | happened to
stay over at a seeker’s house.That night when | lay down to sleep, within a short
period of time my mind was deluged with a lot of sexual thoughts. As | usually
don't have such thoughts my intellect told me that the thoughts were due to
a ghost. | said to myself,’Such thoughts are preventing me from chanting; and
the thoughts immediately vanished. A little later, | felt as if someone was licking
my body. This continued for a short while. My knowledge of the subtle dimen-
sion made me understand that this was an attack by ghosts.| could also subtly
perceive ghosts around me.While this was going on, | felt neither happiness nor
unhappiness. But then | thought, if this continues, then probably the thoughts
will come again, and what if | fail to avoid such thoughts as before? So | started
chanting the Name of God consciously and with concentration. | could imme-
diately achieve 80% of the concentration that | usually achieve while chanting.
After that, within two to four minutes, the feeling of someone licking my body
and the awareness of ghosts around me vanished. - A seeker from SSRF

Comment: Sexual molestation by a ghost is not uncommon and quite often
we may not know that we have been attacked. The symptoms include feel-
ing of being forcibly pulled to bed, experience of unexplained touch on one’s
body,moaning during sleep, lower backache, pain in lower abdomen, white
discharge from the vagina, intense sexual thoughts during dream and waking
states, etc. The experience can be either pleasurable or distressing, and the oc-
currences may be accentuated during new moon and full moon days. If one is
plagued by such occurrences one can keep in mind the following:

* Chanting the Name of God with concentration has the power to drive away
negative entities (ghosts) or at least dispel their black energy thereby stop-
ping the occurrences.

* Only by persevering with spiritual practice can one gain sustained protec-
tion from negative entities (ghosts) in every facet of life.

Tips in spiritual practice - Benefits and types of satsang

Satsang refers to an environment which is
conducive for imbibing the divinity of God.
Through satsang we experience increased
purity (saattvikta) and Divine Consciousness
(Chaitanya). Satsang also provides increased
motivation for spiritual practice. Just as oxy-
gen in the air is important to keep a fire burn-
ing, so also is satsang an absolute necessity in
maintaining consistency in spiritual practice.

Satsang can be experienced in many forms.
The following are the various types listed in
ascending order of quality of satsang:

A subtle picture of a satsang

* Attending spiritual discourses

* Visiting* religious places such as churches, temples, mosques, etc.

* Studying spiritual websites, e.g. SSRF’s website

* Staying* at places of pilgrimage

* Reading spiritual texts written by Saints

* Listening or singing devotional songs and hymns by Saints

* Being in the company of fellow seekers - a gathering of like minded people
where topics on Spirituality are discussed. Attend an SSRF satsang.

* Visiting Saints or one’s Spiritual Guide (Guru)*

* This is from the perspective of experiencing the saattvikta of a place as one’s

spiritual practice and not visiting just as a tourist. The spiritual benefit obtained

from any of the above is proportional to our desire and spiritual emotion (bhaav)

to experience the God principle in them.

Also throughout one’s day, one can seek opportunities to remain in satsang. For
example, one can meet with co-seekers or speak to them over the phone or read
a spiritual text before going sleep.
